      A:   If God had already given 
up on you, then you wouldn't be 
concerned about your salvation, 
and you never would have written 
this letter. The person who's in the 
most danger spiritually is the one 
who is unconcerned about his or 
her salvation. 
     But don't presume on God's 
goodness in sparing you, or 
conclude that you can keep on 
ignoring His warnings! Over the 
years, God has been speaking to 
you, and so far you have turned 
your back on Him. But don't keep 
doing it! For one thing, you don't 
know when your life will end—and 
once it does, it will be too late. 
The Bible warns that there is no 
second chance after death! It 
says that "man is destined to die 
once, and after that to face 
judgment" (Hebrews 9:27). 
     In addition, the more we ignore 
God, the harder our hearts 
become—and the harder it is for 
us to hear God's voice calling us 
to repent. The Bible warns, 
"Because of your stubbornness 
and your unrepentant heart, you 
are storing up wrath against 
yourself for the day of God's 
wrath" (Romans 2:5).

¾ c. light brown sugar   4-6 yellow/red delicious apples 
1 tsp. vanilla

consultant for the KBC, gave 
guidance in developing by-laws, 
job description for the missionary 
and organization of the ministry.  
The funding of this ministry to 
come from a partnership of 
interested Baptist Associations, 
the KBC and NAMB providing 
health insurance coverage.  The 
2006-07 budget is $52,000. 
     Each participating association 
is to elect three representatives to 
the SKHM, DOMs of each 
association are also voting 
members.  Each association is to 
make a financial commitment to 
help to provide salary, housing 
and ministry expense for the 
missionary.  The missionary will 
have a supervisor and 
communicate ministry plans to 
DOMs. 
     June 5, 2001, Simpson Baptist 
Association was the first 
association to make a four-year 
commitment and join Liberty in 
this missions venture.  July 8, 
2002, Bro. John Torres was called 
as the ministry’s first missionary.  
He and his wife, Linda, moved 
from Houston, Texas to Glasgo.  
He served until January 2005.  
While here, Bro. Torres helped on 
Hispanic Ministry constitute into a 
church which has now joined 
Liberty Association as Iglesia 
Emanuel.  Two additional year-
round works were established in 
Liberty and Simpson associations.  
All three works continue to reach 
Spanish speaking people.  In 2005, 
Simpson Association completed 
their four-year commitment and 
chose not to continue in this 
ministry. 
     April 12, 2005, representatives 
from Lynn, Taylor and Severns 
Valley Baptist Associations were 
accepted as partners in this 
regional ministry.  May 24, 2005, 

representatives met to update by-
laws, elect new officers, 
reorganize committees and 
announce funding commitments.  
July 25, 2006, Monroe 
Association was accepted as a 
partner, financial commitment was 
made and their three 
representatives were named. 
     Officers of the SKHM are: 
President, Bill Henderson 
(Taylor); Vice President, Norm 
Brock (Lynn); Secretary, Becky 
Smith (Lynn); Assistant Secretary, 
Penny Akers (Taylor); Treasurer, 
Gladys Stieben (Severns Valley); 
Missionary Supervisor, Kevin 
Denton (Liberty). 
     October 25, 2005, Rolando 
Muniz was called as the ministry’s 
second missionary.  He, his wife, 
Sarai, and two children moved 
from Clayton, Georgia to 
Hodgenville.  Rolando began his 
ministry January 2, 2006.  March 
5, 2007, Rolando passed away 
from complications after heart 
valve replacement surgery.  He 
was 42 years old.  Rolando has 
started works in Taylor, Monroe 
and Severns Valley Associations.  
He restarted a work in Lynn 
Association and supported three 
ongoing works in Liberty.  He and 
his family are greatly missed. 
     June 5, 2007, Heriberto Torres 
was called as the ministry’s third 
missionary.  He, his wife, Noemi, 
and two children moved to our 
area from Lenoir City, Tennessee.  
Heriberto began his ministry 
August 2007.

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     This old favorite was inspired by 
disappointment.  James Black was 
calling roll one day for a youth 
meeting at his Methodist church in 
Williamsport, Pennsylvania.  One 
name didn’t answer—Young 
Bessie, the daughter of an 
alcoholic.  Crestfallen at her 
absence, James commented, “O 
God, when my own name is called 
up yonder, may I be there to 
respond!”  Returning home, a 
thought struck him while opening 
the gate.  Entering the house, he 
went to the piano and wrote the 
words and music effortlessly. 
 
When the trumpet of the Lord 
shall sound, and time shall be no 
more, and the morning breaks 
eternal bright and fair.  When the 
saints on earth shall gather over 
on the other shore, and the roll is 
called up yonder I’ll be there. 
 
On that bright and cloudless 
morning when the dead in Christ 
shall rise, and the glory of His 
resurrection share; when the 
chosen ones shall gather to their 
home beyond the skies, and the 
 

roll is called up yonder I’ll be 
there. 
 
Let us labor for the Master from 
the dawn ‘til setting sun, Let us 
talk of all His wondrous love and 
care; and when all of life is over 
and our work on earth is done, and 
the roll is called up yonder I’ll be 
there. 
 
     Years later, this song comforted a 
group of traumatized children in a 
Japanese contentration camp.  In his 
book, A Boy’s War, David Mitchell 
tells of being in boarding school in 
Chefoo, China, during the Japanese 
invasion.  On November 5, 1942, the 
students and faculty were marched 
from their campus and eventually 
ended up in Weihsien Concentration 
Camp. 
     Among the students was Brian 
Thompson, a lanky teenager.  One 
evening about a year before the war 
ended, Brian was restless, waiting for 
the evening roll call which was long 
overdue.  A bare wire from the 
searchlight tower was sagging low, 
and some of the older boys were 
jumping up and touching it with their 
fingers.  “Whew, I got a shock off 
that,” one said. 
     Brian decided to try.  Being taller 
 

than the others, his hand was drawn 
into the wire, and it came down 
with him.  When his bare feet hit 
the damp ground, the electricity 
shot through him like bolts of 
lightening.  His mother, who had 
been interred with the students, 
tried to reach him, but the others 
held her back or she, too, would 
have been electrocuted.  Finally, 
someone found an old wooden stool 
and managed to detach the 
electrical wire, but it was too late. 
     At roll call that night, when the 
name “Brian Thompson” was 
called, there was no answer.  David 
Mitchell later wrote: “Our principal 
and Mr. Houghton led a very 
solemn yet triumphant funeral 
service the next day.  The shortness 
of life and the reality of eternity 
were brought home to us with the 
force as Paul Bruce related that 
Brian had missed the roll call in 
camp but had answered the one in 
Heaven.  How important it was for 
us to sing and know, ‘When the 
Roll is called up yonder, I’ll be 
there.’”
